After a great result at the last round at 
Phillip Island with a season best 2nd place in race 3, the young Melbournian is confident that his 
current good form will continue. 
 
“I am aiming at finishing the year on a high with a good result. The car has been strong and I have 
shown that I can keep up with the front runners”, said Ellery. 
 
With Ellery contemplating a move offshore in 2010 to further develop his racing career, finishing the 
year strongly is the aim.
